Are there 

questions you would want to ask? 

● Discuss the ways you might have related to one of the characters in this film. 

● Share a story about a time you witnessed bullying or racism. What did you do? How did it make you feel? 

● Share a story about a time you experienced bullying yourself. How did it make you feel? How did you 

respond then? How do you think you could have responded differently? Where or to whom did you go for 

support? 

● Share a story about a time when you stood up for something that you believed in. Was it hard to express an 

opinion that other people didn’t agree with? Why or why not? 
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
